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Our Times - Prophecy in Current Events

Jesus Reveals the Future
Part 2

In Matthew 24 Jesus continues to answer the questions his disciples asked him about the times surrounding
His return and He describes the unfolding of End Time events.

®And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: see that ye be not troubled: for all these things must
come to pass, but the end is not yet. “For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against
kingdom: and there shall be famines, and pestilences, and earthquakes, in divers places. 8All these
are the beginning of sorrows. Matthew 24:6-8

The power struggles between nations has gone on for centuries, but Jesus here speaks of a time when there
will be a great increase of international conflict. We are well aware of Vladimir Putin's aspirations toward
Ukraine. China has just been caught stealing information on over 4 million U.S. federal employees. Islam is
growing in its threats through its radical agents of destruction to destroy the U.S. and Israel. ISIS is just the
latest incarnation of this satanic Islamic threat. "Socialist light" President Barak Obama is fairly complacent
about all of these threats since he is interested in radically transforming America into a godless and weak
third-world style country.

There was a heavy sleep that came upon the disciples of Jesus when He reached the end of His earthly
ministry. There seems to be a sleepiness that has come upon preachers and Christians today. Interestingly,
Paul said: "And that, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep: for now is our
salvation nearer than when we believed" (Romans 13:11). It is no time to fall asleep spiritually but, as Peter
wrote: "But the end of all things is at hand: be ye therefore sober, and watch unto prayer" (1 Peter 4:7).
Jesus wanted His disciples to stay awake for prayer, but they just kept falling asleep (Matthew 28:45).

For Christians who are spiritually awake, the very prophecies that Jesus has given about the rise in world
violence and geological upheavals in the latter days are seeing fulfillment in our own days. These things are
the direct result of the increase of wickedness in these latter days. Jesus calls these days, “the beginning of
sorrows." It is high time for the truth to come resounding from the pulpits in America. We are living in the last
days!

Are you ready for the Lord to return? He said that He would return and take believers to heaven. (See John
14:1-4; 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18.) | am ready to go! But, meanwhile, | am going to take Jesus' commandment
seriously when He said: “Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever | have commanded
you: and, lo, | am with you alway, even unto the end of the world.
